Historical point #1:  COMBO exists because in 1980, as members of the International  

Society for Twin Studies, representatives of national multiple-birth organizations from 

around the world met at the Congress in Jerusalem and agreed a unified voice would 

benefit the worldôs multiple-birth community.   

Historical point #2: In 1995, the multi-national membership of COMBO developed the 

Declaration of Rights and Statement of Needs of Twins and Higher Order Multiples as 

benchmarks by which to evaluate and stimulate the development of resources to meet 

the unique needs of this community. In 2007, it was updated to include a few additional 

points. 

Historical point #3: COMBO representatives attending the 2007 Congress in Belgium 

indicated they wanted to celebrate COMBOôs first ever International Multiple Births 

Awareness Week in 2010 to coincide with the 30th Anniversary of COMBO. 

The date is yet to be determined, as it will be decided upon by COMBO representatives 

at the International Congress on Twin Studies in Seoul, South Korea this June. In dis-

cussions with COMBO representatives over the past couple of years it has been de-

cided that our awareness goal is to spotlight the Declaration, and many national organi-

zations have already started to prepare by translating the Declaration to their countryôs 

official language. Currently, it is available in French and Czech on the COMBO web-

site. It is our hope other countries will make this a priority in the next couple of months 

so that we can have it translated into at least a dozen languages by June, and even 

more by the fall. 

To move the project ahead, the Vice Co-Chair of COMBO will be preparing the commu-
nications plan and media kit in English for distribution during the Congress. In this way, 
delegates will be able to bring it home and have it translated over the summer to be 
ready for the fall event. Any national organization not sending delegates to Seoul, but 
interested in celebrating the event, should contact COMBO by email. Those requests 
should be sent to mbcchair@multiplebirthscanada.org. 
 
It is hoped COMBO members are comfortable with the way this is being handled as it 
has been quite difficult logistically to create a committee to work on this project. Be-
sides choosing the date during the Congress in Seoul, COMBO delegates will also be 
asked for their input on timing of future International Multiple Birth Awareness Weeksð
should it be held every three years with the communications plan and media kit pre-
sented at each Congress? Again, any COMBO member wishing to provide input on this 
question who cannot attend the Congress is encouraged to email comments to the 
above address. 
 
Finally, in the hope of choosing the best week this fall, COMBO would like ALL 
COUNTRIES WHO CELEBRATE AN ANNUAL AWARENESS WEEK/DAY TO SEND 
US THOSE DATES IMMEDIATELY. In this way we can avoid choosing the same 
dates for the International event. On another note, COMBO would like this information 
so that all national events can be posted on the COMBO website.

Spotlighting National Organizations... 
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The Twins and Multiple Birth Club was founded in 

1995 as the community of mothers with twins 

who needed to share their experience, to solve 

their problems together. The Club works on the 

basis of a self-help group and solidarity (one part 

of membership fee covers the printing  and 

distribution of resources for expectant mothers, 

non-members, in the maternity hospitals). At first 

the mothers used to meet only in the Mother 

Centres, they invited experts and adult twins to 

discussions and meetings. As the interest in the club grew bigger and bigger (not 

only in Prague), we began to organize a joint weekly holiday in the mountains 

regulary every  year. We prepare together with parents, programme for children 

(contests, games, the Olympicsé) as well as for their parents (exercising for 

mothers, discussion clubsé). These holidays have gained big popularity and the 

families all over the Czech Republic participate in them, bringing their children from a  

few months old till nearly grown siblings of the twins. 

Mothers with twins search in their mutual meetings for a refuge from their 

neighbourhood, which does not realise and understand their specific problems. 

These problems are rather different from those concerning the birth of one child (or 

two children born close together). Most twins are born prematurely; from all live-born 

children, twin B runs the highest risk of being handicapped in some way. Mostly they 

are mothers who are under much higher physical and mental stress and they 

can hardly find enough strength for managing their day-to day family problems and 

nurture their twins; they search for support of similarly blessed mothers. In addition 

to the above mentioned meetings, a form of self

-help group aids and supports parents of 

multiples with difficult life situations. We 

organise meetings with experts (and more and 

more often with adult twins), one-day trips, 

weekend events, twinsË reunions, etc. Good 

experience with developing activities of Prague 

Twins Club reflected into need and interest to 

spread them to other big cities, too. In 1997, the 

Club started to work in two more cities in 

Moravia and in 2009 there are more then 45 

other twins clubs all over the Czech Republic.

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Twice a year we publish The Reporter of Twins and Multiple Birth Club bulletin for the mothers 

who have no such club in their neighbourhood, but also for those who do not want or cannot, out of 

various reasons (handicap of one of the twins, triplets, mother already working), take part in the 

Clubós activities. The bulletin features information about Club activities, planned events and articles 

on raising twins. The Reporter is prepared for self-help as the articles are written by other mothers 

who want to share their experience; we also use information and experience of the Clubs from 

abroad. The Twins Club has its own website with discussion forum and we lead two internet 

advisory for family with twins and more. 

More and more often the pregnant mothers turn to us with their doubts about being able to manage 

their double joy. We do our best to advice these mothers either directly during our meetings or 

various events, or at least by letters. We have prepared 12 different brochures about the twins 

(twins breastfeeding, grandparents of twins, sibling of twins, triplets...). Our leaflets, brochures and 

bulletins can be found, finally in several maternity hospitals. Our co-operation with physicians and 

nurses at the gynaecological surgeons, maternity hospitals and paediatricians has also developed 

successfully. We organise lectures for future parents of twins and multiples. 

In 2002 we opened our first consulting room for families with twins and triplets in Prague. The 

twinsó parents can discuss their problems here and find help and support. Currently the grown-up 

twins turn to us, too, and one part of our work is focused on their needs and needs of twins in their 

senior age (especially after the loss of one twin). Our activities also include consulting aid in a social 

sphere for families in difficult financial situation and families with handicapped children.

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The mission of the foundation Fundación Multifamilias is the planning and promotion of 
health and quality of life during the pregnancy, childbirth and parenting of multiple children 
(twins, triplets and more).

Donations: we receive donations of diapers, double and triple strollers, car seats, high 

chairs and baby inserts which are distributed among Argentine multiple families who 

need them. 

Solidarity campaign: Multiple smiles in your Heartò (ñM¼ltiples sonrisas en tu coraz·nò); 
through the purchase of a pin, funds are raised to face the expenses which allow us to 
help multiple families with no means of support. 

Loans: Multifamilias has a ñfleetò of 50 double strollers and 3 triplet ones which are lent 
for a year to families who cannot afford the expense. It also lends car seats, high chairs 
and breast pumps.

Job centre: it is a space devoted to facilitate the search of people who work taking care 
of multiple children. 

Purchase and sale services of second-hand articles, where a wide variety of second-
hand products - specific for multiple families is available.

TFF 

has approximately 2,500 member families, publishes the magazine 

ñTvillingnyttò and is responsible for the website www.tvilling.no. We have also 

recently moved into social internet platforms, and post news and information 

on activities on Facebook and different web forums for parents of twins.  TFF 

also has its own internet store and an office in Oslo.  

 

TFF is actively supporting parents and professionals with information through courses and seminars, 

and also develop and produce relevant literature on twins and triplets.  

 

TFF focuses on being a lobby group towards the authorities trying to improve the rights for parents 

of twins. Throughout the years the organization has been a part in establishing the right to birth 

money per child, not per birth. In addition, we have put considerable pressure to get extended ma-

ternity leave for twin parents. TFF also has a representative in the Board of Directors for the Norwe-

gian Twin Registry, which mainly is engaged with Twins studies.  

 

TFF arranges Lamaze classes for couples expecting twins, course nights with different topics like  

language development and how to handle twins beginning kindergarten or school. Our popular 

events like the Twin Family Festival and Mothers Weekend are arranged every year.

MOST produced this document in the hopes that media professionals will appreciate the needs of 
multiple birth families, families can make informed choices about working with the media, and the 
best interest of the children will remain a primary focus for everyone.

MOST (Mothers of Supertwins) conducted a survey of parents with multiples (twins, triplets, quad-
ruplets, etc.) from June 25, 2009 to July 27, 2009. The survey was designed to develop baseline 
statistics about the prevalence of divorce among multiple birth parents and contained 10 multi-part 
questions on family background, socioeconomic status, parent and children's age, as well as ques-
tions about marital status and divorce. 

The survey had a large sample size. A total of 2,849 parents or guardians of multiples completed 
the MOST Divorce and the Multiple Birth Family survey questionnaire. The majority of survey par-
ticipants were: 

Mothers (97.5%) 

Residents of the United States (93.4%) 

Predominately Caucasian (92.4%). 

An average age of 32 when their multiples were conceived. 

Households with an average of 3 children, mostly families of twins (61%) or triplets (30%). 

Married for the first time (86%). 

Researchers commonly report that the lifetime divorce rate is about 40 to 50% for first marriages in 
the United States, and although it certainly makes sense that parents of multiples would face addi-
tional emotional, financial, and medical-related stressors, this study is the first known research ex-
amining the divorce rate among this growing population of parents. The survey found: 

That 4.3% of respondents divorced during the pregnancy or following the birth of multiples 

(indicating that the divorce rate among this group may not be as high as many have speculated.) 

Over 95% of the marriages were intact. 

About 82% of the respondents reported an overall positive level of marital satisfaction.

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According to MOST researcher, Dr. Laurie LaMonde, a clinical psychologist and mother of 
triplets, ñIdentifying a more accurate divorce rate is important to ease the concerns of multi-
ple birth families as well as to determine if additional services may be beneficial for families 
that may be at greater risk of marital discord.ò  
 
Specifically, the divorce rate was: 

3.6% for parents with twins 

5% for parents with triplets 

9.2% for parents with quadruplets 

4.2% for parents with quintuplets/sextuplets or multiple sets of multiples 

 
Among those who divorced, the majority of their multiples were between the ages of 1 and 
5 at the time of divorce. 
 
In addition, 4.8% of respondents reported that their marriage involved a history of physical 
or substance abuse. Of those reporting abuse, martial dissatisfaction ratings were higher 
and the likelihood of divorce was greater.

A LinkedIn group for MOST and another for PreemieCare have also been formed so that 
professionals and support networks in the field of multiple births and prematurity may con-
nect, share, mentor and support.
